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OCLC PICA is the sponsor of tonight's conference dinner, to be held in the Coendersborg restaurant.

The name 'Coendersborg' refers to 'the manor (borg) of the Coenders family'. This family played a prominent role in the city and province of Groningen for centuries; as early as 1472 on of the mayors was named Coenders.
The family's main residence stood on the spot where today the restaurant is situated. Around the restaurant, centuries-old trees and parts of the old castle moats are witnesses of this history.
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· Buses for the Coendersborg depart from the Martinitoren, the highest building in town, in the north-east corner of the Grote Markt, just five minutes' walk from the conference venue.
The buses leave at 6 p.m.
 

· Taxi stands are also situated near the Martinitoren.
